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The Australian National Electricity Market (NEM) has been in place for nearly six years since it came into operation on December 13, 1998. A large amount of market data is available to the public, which is vital in evaluating the market design and market performance.

This seminar will focus on the analysis of the market data from the NEM. It will first give an overview of the generation sector and the demand and price trends in the NEM. It will then consider the effects of market concentration on generator behaviour in the market. In particular, we compare the bidding patterns of generators in the NSW and Victorian regions. Finally, the seminar will explore some examples of economic capacity withholding by generators and look at the statistics of the bidding strategies used by generators.

Xinmin Hu has a PhD from the University of Melbourne (2003) in mathematics and his research interests include optimization, electricity industry restructuring, simulation, and game theory.

He is currently working with Professors Eddie Anderson and Bob Marks in the AGSM and Associate Prof. Hugh Outhred and Dr Iain MacGill in the School of Electrical Engineering and Telecommunications as a Postdoctoral Research Fellow on an ARC project "Understanding participants' behaviour in wholesale electricity markets". Before coming to UNSW, Dr Hu worked at CSIRO on its Energy Tranformed Flagship program and one of CSIRO's Complex System Science programs.
